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Overview of FY2023 15t Quarter Financial Results

1. Revenue in the first quarter increased compared to the previous year due to sales expansion
and foreign exchange gains, though sales were negatively impacted by semiconductor
shortages and lockdowns in China. Operating profit decreased compared to the previous
year due to challenging business conditions such as vehicle production declines.

2.

We have revised our full-year forecast based on a continuation of vehicle production losses
and gains made through changing foreign exchange preconditions, adjusting our revenue
projection to 6,220.0 billion yen and operating profit projection to 480.0 billion yen.

3. To achieve shareholder return and improve capital efficiency, we decided repurchase of

treasury stock up to 100.0 billion yen (US$0.7 billion) or 16.0 million shares, whichever
is lesser.

We will study and curb the increase in capital expenditures from the previous
year, taking into account the recent uncertainty in the business environment.
Meanwhile, we will accelerate necessary investments in the focus fields
(electrification and advanced safety).

- To meet the growth in the electrification field, we will enhance the
competitiveness of power semiconductors and make investments to increase
capacity.

For the full-year forecast, we will change the foreign exchange preconditions to
depreciation of the yen. We will make more disciplined investment judgments
and maintain the capital expenditures announced at the beginning of the fiscal
year.

R&D expenditures
Actual R&D expenses were 127.4 billion yen.
In fiscal year we expect of 560.0 billion yen.

We will accelerate the development of electrification technologies in
anticipation of the needs of customers and the development of advanced safety
technologies to cope with various types of accidents and promote widespread
use of these technologies to eliminate fatal traffic accidents.
